5: General Business:

· Wine and Cheese night was semi successful we did attract some new faces but no new members to join the Parent committee and still no representation form the Pip Sqeaks or Mini Minors room.
· The Christmas party is booked and Confirmed for Sunday November 29 at the Bundoora Animal farm form 10am, Notice to be in next newsletter.

· The policy re children bringing in personal items or comforters was discussed. The Centre does allow such items but within reason, Parents must be aware that these items can become broken or may cause a disruption to the operation of the class, and at the carer’s discretion such items will be put away to resolve any disruption, damage or conflict being made.

· Kinder room may visit the idea of introducing ‘Show and Tell’ or the travelling Bear which is a home and centre based activity for the children to participate in.

· The issue of hand and face washing was discussed, children do wash their hands before and after meal times, this is not supervised but is a policy, children do not have to wash their faces after meals and therefore some may use their shirt sleeve as an alternative, this was agreed that it’s a kid thing and they will do it regardless of any policy being introduced.
· Brushing of the the childrens teeth is done in all rooms other than the Kinder room, it is encouraged but can be a very lengthy messing process and does not form part of the daily routine.
· Smartie Pants may introduced a Clothing line of tracksuits and T-Shirts for families to purchase at a reasonable cost, not a fund raising idea but to help with the issues some may have of  clothing being stained or ruined by day care fun.

· The Pie fund raiser was not as successful as we all had hoped; an extension has been made for those who need it. Fund raising will be done by rooms individually with the assistance of the P.C if required.

· A Fund raising tally thermometer will be placed on the front doors to compare the rooms to create competition and hopefully motivate participation. Each room will have specific items that they would like to fund raise for so that the participating families know and see what it is they are funding for.

· Photos will be the next fund raiser starting early September and a Saturday will be made available for families, all photos will be viewable on the website, and a more cost effective method of ordering dispatching will be introduced.
· Natalie and Rebecca are in the process of organising a Wine Fund raiser the bottles will display a Smartie Pants label and available in Red and White more to be investigated and past on next meeting. Future ideas for fund raising include Bulbs, Stuck on you labelling.
