Fire Seacon Proparednece

We are currently in the process of further refining and
improving our emergency management preparedness and
invite all families to join us in this review. Please email
natalie@smartiepants.com.au if you wish to participate in
this process.

Of particular importance to us are:

e selecting appropriate tertiary evacuation points and we
are currently assessing our capacity to muster to the
playground located in Jacaranda Drive. We are
actively seeking families in the estate who would be
willing in an emergency to provide access to
emergency resources such as additional water and
emergency communication etc.

e Improving our communications during an escalating
fire event through both mobile SMSs and our website.
It is therefore, important that you ensure that you
provide to us up to date emergency mobile numbers,
as well as continuously monitor our website, to ensure
you are provided with timely updates on high risk fire
days.

We are also preparing for the likelihood of closure in the
coming season on days of extreme fire danger. Please note
that the service will attempt to ensure that closure is only
undertaken when absolutely necessary and in line with
closures required by the Department of Human Services in
other local schools and children’s services.

Please note that fees will still be payable on that day, but
that for parents undergoing extreme financial hardship as a
result of closure we can assist you seek apply for temporary
assistance from the government and our service to help you
cover the additional burden of any centre closures.

2010 Room Movamente

As of 4™ January the centre will be changing the way room
age groups are set up and how room movements occur.
Each room will be set up in school age grouping. Everyone
in your child’s room will be going to school in the same
year. Instead of doing midyear room movements for
children, we will change to just one yearly movement. At
the start of every year each group will move up to their
next room. By structuring the rooms this way it will allow
children to build long lasting friendships with the children in
their group and also provide a stable environment with
consistent children and carers.

Along with the children room changes, staff will also be
changing rooms.

Recently enrolment update forms for 2010 have been
handed out. Once we have received this form, a notice of
room movement will be sent to you informing you of your
child’s new room and the carers that will be looking after
your child next year.

Policy Reminder: llInece &Medication

Just a friendly reminder that Smartie Pants policy states
that a child that has been ill with vomiting, fever 37.5 plus
diarrhoea must be excluded from care for a minimum of 24
hours after illness has ceased. We understand that this can
include missing additional days in care and whilst this may
cause inconvenience, it is very effective in minimising the
risk that the iliness will spread to other children. Some
illnesses may require a medical clearance before returning
to care. Eg Rash, Conjunctivitis etc. Your room leader will be
able to assist you if you have any questions regarding this
policy.

We are also happy to administer medication whilst your
child is in care. Please see your room leader to find out
where your medication folder is kept. All medication must:

* Be signed into a medication form. Each line filled out
represents 1 dose to be given.

*The name on the medication must match the name of the
child it is to be given too.

* Medication must be kept in a zip lock bag/container if to
be kept in the fridge

* NO MEDICATION is to be kept in your child’s bag. This is a
hazard as bags can be reached by other children.
Medication is to be kept in your room’s medication
cupboard or fridge.
